The course is ‘generic’ in nature (not focused to any boiler make or design), specific to wood pellets, and focused on ensuring that generally untrained operators are conversant with design and operating principles adequate to ensure safe boiler operation. 
As a School Boiler Operator/Property Manager, this Course will help you to:

· Understand the basic principles of small scale wood pellet boiler operation

· Identify and solve routine operational problems

· Develop basic routine and annual maintenance programmes

· Operate your boiler to maximize efficiency and heat delivery

· Learn about routine monitoring to ensure efficient operation
· Operate your boiler safely.

Courses are 2 – 3 hours in duration at a boiler site where operating characteristics can be shown.  Registration will be accepted on a first come basis with a limit of 15 attendees at any course.
A nominal attendance fee of $80 incl GST per attendee  is charged for this essential training
Priority for attendance at the courses will be given to those currently operating wood pellet boilers in schools.  Future courses will focus on wood chips and other fuels. 	Session 1 – Boiler Conversion

In the last couple of years several schools across New Zealand have converted old coal boilers to run on wood pellets.  This session will ensure that owners and operators understand the different characteristics between using these different fuels.
Session 2 – Boiler output Optimisation

Optimising the performance of a boiler reduces running costs and improves site operations.  This session will help you get the optimal output from your boiler.
Session 3 – Combustion Characteristics of Wood Pellets

Burning pellets is somewhat different to burning coal:
· Volatiles and their release from pellet burning relative to coal

· Auger delivery speed

· How to maximise air flows

· Fire beds – what they should look like

Session 4 – Basic Boiler Maintenance

Basic boiler maintenance is essential for safe and efficient burning:
· Fuel flows

· Annual maintenance
· Routine efficiency checks

Session 5 – Safety Devices

Safe operation of your system is paramount.   This session will identify safe operating conditions and equipment that experts recommend you use as part of safe operation
Time will be allowed for your questions to be asked of the experts presenting the course.
